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Chicken Tinola
(Stewed Chicken with Papaya)

3 pounds stewing or frying chicken
2 tablespoons salad oil

1 small piece ginger root (crushed)
1 clove of garlic (crushed)

4 cups chicken broth

2 teaspoons salt

% teaspoon pepper

2 green papayas

Cut chicken into serving pieces. In a large skillet or Dutch oven, heat the oil.
Brown the chicken, ginger and garlic. Add the broth, salt and pepper. Cover
and simmer for 2% hours or until the chicken is tender. Pare the papayas and
remove the seeds. Cut the papayas into 1-inch cubes. Just before serving
the chicken, add the papaya and cook for 5 more minutes. The dish serves
approximately six people.
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
